APPLICATION AND SELECTION: 
1. Must be a student member or active member (credentialed within the past 3 years), of the New York State Dietetic Association.

2. Must be a student member or active member (credentialed within the past 3 years), of one of the district affiliates of the New York State Dietetic Association, who has never received this award. 

3. Only nominations postmarked by February 1 will be considered. 

4. A nomination will be considered only if one original and three (3) copies are submitted. 

5. Selection will be based on the application packet and the established criteria for the award. The candidate's vitae should be included. 

6. A maximum of three (3) letters of support and a NARRATIVE on the role the member played on the district committees, educational programs, positions and meetings attended must accompany the application packet. 

7. Candidate must write a short proposal (100 words or less) as to what expected outcomes they will receive from attending the Annual Meeting. 

8. This award will only be given in years where there is an outstanding candidate with distinctive district activity. 

THE JACK BELLICK AWARD WILL BE DETERMINED BY THE FOLLOWING CRITERIA:

*Candidate has been consistently and actively involved in district activities. 

*Candidate must have attended a majority of the district meetings (this can be documented by keeping records).
*Candidate must have served on at least 1 committee or helped present an educational program.

*(Optional) Candidate has held a committee chair or elected position.
ACTION FOLLOWING SELECTION 
1. The Awards Committee will draw up a list of NYSDA leaders attending the Annual Meeting which will include a profile of each (district and NYSDA positions held, present employment, honors received, etc.). 

2. From this list, the winner selects the "primary" mentor and also indicates other leaders that he/she would like to meet (it will be the responsibility of the primary mentor to schedule the meetings with the other leaders and to guide the process). 

3. In addition to attending the Annual Meeting, the winner will attend both the BOD and Coordinated Cabinet meetings preceding the Annual Meeting. 

4. The winner will write an article in both their first district newsletter and the NYSDA bulletin published after the Annual Meeting highlighting the benefits of attending the Annual Meeting and areas for improvement.
